It was nice to see all
children doing a lot of reading once again
this week. Please make sure that you
download your books on your computer at
home and return the CD to me as soon as
possible. Some people still have not done
so and some people have lost the CD given
to them. Parents, please have a look at
home for the CD and return it as soon as
possible.

Last holiday, children got books from an
Australian Reader Series, please m ake sure
that you read these and bring them back
upon your return.

I now wish to take children to the next level

of reading, by doing more formal work on
comprehension. When your child brings
home a reader, there are questions on the
inside covers. Ple ase discuss these with
your child and make sure that your child
can answer the questions. Part of reading is
Comprehension as one must understand
what is being read. When we return after
the holidays, we shall practice
comprehension skills every day. We shall
also start writing sentences every day. This
is why we learnt our spelling words and we
have been practicing oral sentences with
these words for homework. We shall also
continue with formal testing of phonograms
and spelling words every Friday.

Parents should start saving receipts from expenses relating to their children's education from Tuesday, Prime Minister
Kevin Rudd says.

Labor's $4.4 billion Education Tax Refund (ETR) announced in Treasurer Wayne Swan's first Budget will come into
effect from the start of the new financial year which begins on Tuesday.

Mr Rudd said parents of high school children would be able to claim 50 per cent of up to $1,500 worth of expenses for
high school children, equating to a maximum refund of $750.

Parents of primary school children will be able to claim half of up to $750 worth of expenses of primary school children,
or about $375.

The expenses which can be claimed under the ETR include laptops, home computers and associated costs, trade tools
and text books.

"The message to Australian parents is that from the first of July please start keeping your receipts," Mr Rudd told
reporters in Mackay where a federal cabinet meeting was held on Monday.

"The Education Tax Refund is to help parents meet the cost which they face in educating their children," Mr Rudd said.

"Particularly in the age of the digital revolution when there is always a demand for new software, always a demand for a
new printer, always a demand for something which is necessary by way of a computer upgrade."

The Child Care Tax Rebate will also increase from 30 per cent to 50 per cent from Tuesday.
Mr Rudd said parents were now entitled to a refund of half their child care costs up to a maximum of $7,500
